Strengthening families program — A 14 Week Program delivered once a week on Monday evenings
for families with a focus on parent and children (aged 6 years to 12 years) engaging in:

Parenting Skills Training ,Children’s Skills Training, Family Life Skills Training
The SFP was developed by Karol L. Kumpfer PhD and associates at the University of Utah in 1982.
Check out the Lutra Group on the internet to learn more of the history of the program.

Ngystle Society accepted a contract from Ministry of Children and Families out of Terrace to
oversee the delivery of the Strengthening Families Program in Skidegate and Old Masset.

After making contact with a number of agencies in both communities and asking them to support
some of their employees to join the program we received commitment from Haida Child and Family
Services and Ministry of Children and Families Services in Queen Charlotte as well as the Family
Center in Old Masset.

On March 28th and 29th we held a two day training program at the Ngystle Society Office facilitated
by Cecelia Tso of the Lutra Group. We had six people from Skidegate and six people from Old
Masset complete the training.

We advertised at the Elementary School and through all the different agencies in our community.
Skidegate had 10 families sign up for the program at the SBC Open House on April 8th. We began
our first session on April 11th. The Skidegate Day Care offered the use of their building and the
Skidegate Health Center offered the use of their van if required to transport people to the sessions.
We have completed six sessions with eight sessions until graduation.

We meet once a week from 5:30pm to 8:00pm. Families are served their dinner meal and break off
into three groups. The parents work with two facilitators, the children work with two facilitators
and the younger children are taken care of at the daycare. After one hour the parents and children
are brought together to practice what they have learned on each other. In July we will end with a
Graduation Party.

Our team includes facilitators who work with the adults — Rachel Hewer and Kristin Moraes. Norman
Moraes and Karyn Prest facilitate with the children. Patti Gladstone oversees the children in the
daycare and Waneeta Richardson is the site coordinator.

We would like to acknowledge all the volunteer helpers who put their time and energy into this
program: Betty Richardson who opens with a Haida prayer to bless the food and helps serve the
food. Kay Watson who helps prepare and serve the food. Our two youth volunteers - Alex
Goetzinger and Cohen Isberg who help entertain the children in the daycare.

Ravens Tail Weaving Course ~ Master Weaver Evelyn Vanderhoop and volunteer assistant Albert
Hans delivered a Raven’s Tail Weaving course at our office in March. Ten new students were
introduced to the art of Raven’s Tail Weaving. The classes were a lot of fun and Evelyn was a very
relaxed teacher who was very impressed with everyone in the class completing their bag. Albert
was the much needed assistant who aided in helping everyone to complete their project by the end
of the class.

We continue to offer the Amethyst Bio Mat at our office for deep relaxation at a cost of
$5 for Y2 hour and 1 hour sessions. We will be beginning new programs for Trinfinity 8
in the summer.

Band Members’ who have applied for New
Housing or Renovations in the past, should make sure they have an updated letter,
attaching all previous letters. The Housing Department has not received any new
INAC (Indian and Northern Affairs of Canada) funding for 2011. All funding received
is directly related to CMHC (Canada Mortgage and Housing Corporation) social
housing and RRAP (Residential Rehabilitation Assistance Program).

IMPORTANT NEWS

The Skidegate Band Housing Department has been prompted to deal with any and
all arrears issues in our system. The defecit that is in our social housing program
cannot continue. Any and all tenants who are delinquent for three months are to be
evicted immediately. Any tenants who are late with rent, need to contact our
department with a valid reason on or before the first each month. Any tenants in
arrears need to make arrangements with the Housing Department for a repayment
agreement that is suitable for both parties. Any debt incurred by our members can
?ntd will affect who that member receives funding from the Skidegate Band in the
uture.

A new mandatory Crime Free Policy has been adopted into our Skidegate Housing
Department. It will be accompanying the new Rental Tenancy Agreement that must
be signed each year of a Tenants lease. All tenants are to sign the new agreements
after they have completed their annual inspections. Any tenants who have not
complied with this inspection will be in breach of their Rental Tenancy Agreement.
Please make immediate arrangements to have this done as it holds up our financial
duties to report our annual maintenance budgets.

ATTENTION: SKIDEGATE BAND MEMBERS

The Skidegate Band Council, wish to notify the community of a site cleanup of Copper
Bay IR # No. 6 (38 acres). All derelict cabins and abandoned vehicles will be removed
and disposed of at the local dump. To ensure reserve # 6 remains clean of debris, any
future dumping and disposal of refuse will result in legal action on behalf of the
Skidegate Band Council.

Penatlties that may be potentially imposed:
1. Banishment- S. 2 (3) Indian Act and Aboriginal Constitutional Provisions.

2. Clean up of garbage will be billed to the band member responsible, failure to pay
fines/invoices will result in a “member freeze” on funding which may
compromise an individuals access to band funds up until their fines are paid in
full to the band.

3. Trespass-S. 2(1)-band members occupying reserve land without authority of the
Skidegate Band Council.

In addition, with respect to criminal activities occurring on reserve, the Skidegate Band

Council has the authority and legal powers to impose fines, banishment orders, and
trespassing charges.

NOTE- In the event band members are involved in illegal activity, the SBC will
explore and seek charges. Failure to adhere may result in RCMP involvement
depending on the circumstances.
